REPORT ON FINANCING CORPORATION - The CCMAD Financing Corporation
was created in 1992 to facilitate the refinancing of the $2,805,000 debt on the District
facilities at 155 Mason Circle. The financial instruments used to refinance the facilities
are called Certificates of Participation (COPs), and were sold to the public in $5,000
increments by the District’s trustee bank.
